It will be awarded to a CRM that consistently hosts study groups, presents at 
workshops, or works individually with candidates.

CRM Liaison Column 

 
January 2012 is almost over, however, there is lots 
of news in the ICRM world. The Examination Devel-
opment Committee (EDC) worked throughout 2011 
to develop a new Examination Outline for the CRM 
exams. The new Examination Outline can be found 
on the ICRM website and will be used for the first 
time during the February 2012 exam schedule. The 
changes highlight more on management theories 
and practices, and more on technology, electronic 
messaging and project planning.  Gone are forms, 
directives, and mailroom management.   
 
Although the revision of the exams is done every 
five years, this time the EDC used ARMA Interna-
tional’s Core Competencies to assist them in devel-
oping the test bank. The Outline is now completely 
aligned with the Core Competencies.  The Outline 
which you will find on the ICRM website boasts an 
Annotated Outline which provides candidates with a 
great deal of information about what to study to pre-
pare for the CRM exam. Also the 3500+ questions 
in the test bank were reviewed and those that were 
outdated were removed. The exam now reflects the 
current records and information work environment.
